It is with great pleasure that we are 
able to announce on Sunday 14th 
September that, subject to final 
legal confirmation, our new vicar is 
Revd Catherine Mary Helm. She is 
currently assistant Curate at St. 
Peter's Church and Church of the 
Good Shepherd, Heswall. 
This was the unanimous decision 
of the selection panel.
